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Cycling
Dublin’s centre is compact and easily walkable and good for 
cycling. The terrain is flat and routes are well-marked. 
Dublin Bikes is the bike sharing scheme for Dublin city. The 
stations are distributed throughout the city centre to enable 
easy access and optimal use.

Travelling to BIMM Dublin Coombe 
Campus

From BIMM Francis Street Campus, continue down Francis 
Street, and cross over the main road. Turn right, continue 
past the Hyatt Centric Hotel, and our Coombe campus is 
located at the last left-turn before Cork Street, beside St. 
Brigid’s Primary school.

Parking
Nearby car parks are Jury’s Inn Christ Church car park and 
the Parkrite car park in Christchurch located on Werburgh 
Street. Limited pay and display parking is also available on 
Francis Street.

Travelling to BIMM Dublin 
Francis Street Campus

Walking - Appriximately 15 minutes from Trinity 
College Dublin
From Trinity College go straight up Dame St towards Christ 
Church. Keep going straight onto Lord Edward Street and onto 
Christ Church Place. Continue past Christ Church Cathedral 
and onto High Street, which then leads onto Thomas Street. 
Turn left onto Francis Street and continue towards the end of 
the road. BIMM Dublin is the large white building on the 
left-hand side of the road, opposite Oxfam.

Bus
BIMM Institute Dublin’s Francis Street and Coombe buildings 
are well serviced by Dublin Bus from all over the city. There are 
bus stops on Patrick Street, Thomas Street and Cork Street 
that are just a stone’s throw away from BIMM Institute Dublin.

The most convenient Dublin Bus routes would be the 27, 151, 
56a, 77a, 49, 54a, 13, 40 and 123.

Train/LUAS
BIMM is easily accessible from Dublin’s four main railway 
stations – Heuston, Connolly, Pearse Street and Tara Street. 
The LUAS stops at St. Stephen’s Green, James’s Street and the 
Four Courts are all within walking distance of BIMM.

BIMM Dublin is located in the middle of 
Dublin’s city centre, with both 
campuses within walking distance of 
bus and train routes.
